Third Sunday of Ordinary Time - The Spirit of the Lord is upon me.
The foundation of our faith is Scripture. God’s Word through which God reveals himself to us and by which we come to we
come to know the depth of God's love for us. The Gospel is the highpoint of the Liturgy of the Word. The readings from the
Old Testament tell us of God's promises and his preparation of his people for the coming of his Son; the Epistles and other
pre-Gospel New Testament readings offer the reflections of St. Paul and other contemporaries of the Lord on the life and
message of Christ; in the Acts of the Apostles we have a history of the early Church.
We believe that all Scripture, the Old and New Testaments, is inspired by the Holy Spirit, but the Church has always given
special honor to the Gospel because in the Gospel we have the words and deeds of Christ himself. (USCCB, Hearing the
Word of God). In today’s Gospel, Jesus reads Scripture from the Prophet Isaiah, revealing to the people of his time and to
us now the fulfillment of the Old Testament:” ‘The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to bring glad
tidings to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go
free, and to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord.” Rolling up the scroll, he handed it back to the attendant and sat down,
and the eyes of all in the synagogue looked intently at him. He said to them, ‘Today this Scripture passage is fulfilled in your
hearing.” We hear these words today knowing Jesus is with us today, in the Word of God and in the Eucharist, and we,
through our baptism, have also been anointed to continue the mission of Jesus. As we celebrate also today Word of God
Sunday, let us be reminded of Jesus’ revelation of salvation given to us out of his Divine Love.
